Sunny Seduction Yarrow 

Sun to light shade Zones 3-10 

Long used as a medicinal herb in its native form, 
common Yarrow has been bred for its ability to produce 
a huge variety of flower colors. It is often planted for 
its drought tolerance, in butterfly gardens, in native 
gardens, and by those who simply enjoy its beauty and 
long bloom time. The plants spread via rhizomes though 
the soil, creating a bigger patch each year. This cultivar 
has a butter yellow flower held high on sturdy 2’stems. 
The color plays well with others and is great for use as 
a warm toned filler flower in cut arrangements.
