Roderick Seaside Daisy has earned its reputation 
for its long bloom season, drought tolerance, 
and deer resistance. A lovely little plant, it 
reaches 1’tall and up to 3’wide, producing 
multitudes of pale lavender daisies along the way. 
Attractive to native bees and butterflies, and 
worth planting for that reason alone, seaside 
daisy, with its tidy, evergreen foliage and long 
bloom time, makes a great front of the border 
plant or walkway edger. A native garden essential!
