Vatican White Clary Sage 

Sun to Part Shade Zones 4-9 

Clary Sage has been cultivated for centuries and has 
many uses, from flavoring for wine to incense to its 
purported medicinal use in slowing the aging process. 
Classically known as a biennial, this cultivar not only 
has striking white flowers, but is far more strongly 
perennial than the species. The candelabra of green-
bracted white flowers reaches 3”in height in summer, 
giving rise from a basal rosette of large, gray-green 
leaves. Adding architectural presence to the herb garden 
and beyond, this one is a piece of history. This variety is 
not often seen but warrants planting more.
